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April Public Policy Summary by Jim Ercolano 
 

Just over 30 years ago on March 24, 1980, the Archbishop of 
San Salvador, Oscar Arnulfo Romero, was shot and killed 
while offering Mass in the small chapel of the Divine Provi-
dence Hospital.  The day before, he had made a strong appeal 
to the Salvadorean army and police forces to stop obeying 
immoral commands to kill and torture their own citizens.  
While always a good soul, he started out as a timid and pas-
sive presence but, horrendous conditions and the Holy Spirit 
compelled him to speak the truth.  Why do clergy, religious 
and laity make the ultimate sacrifice for the common good 
by appealing for justice? 
 

In the Hebrew Scriptures, the Old Testament, the prophets 
were the social conscience of Israel and Judah.  For example: 
"Woe to those who plan inequity, and work out evil on their 
couches; In the morning light they accomplish it when it lies 
within their power.  They covet fields, and seize them; 
houses, and they take them; they cheat an owner of his 
house, a man of his inheritance." (Micah 2:1-2).  More recent 
prophets who have given their lives for their faith include 
many Saints such as Maximillan Kolbe and Edith Stein, Mar-
tin Luther King Jr., Mahatma Gandhi, and many missionaries 
since the 12 Apostles. 
 

In the Christian Scriptures, the New Testament, many of the 
Scribes and the Pharisees blindly and intolerantly followed a 
rigid and unyielding ritualism and legalism.  They acted 
without humane discretion, true sacrifice, humility, empathy 
and compassion for those on the margins of society, such as 
widows, orphans, harlots, tax collectors, lepers, and the dis-
abled.  Our Lord, Jesus Christ, taught that the Kingdom of 
God required a radical conversion and equality among all 
people, for initiating a new reign of love, justice, redemption, 
and forgiveness back then, now, and for all time. 
 

To quote Professor Brennan R. Hill, from Jesus, The Christ, 
New Edition (page 120, 2nd paragraph): 
 

"But it was more than the message that brought Jesus' down-
fall.  It was His own personal life, a life which forcefully 
reached out to others, especially those in the alleys and side 
roads of poverty and disibility.  It was His power to heal, 
forgive, and drive out evil.  It was His startling teaching set 
forth with His own authority.  It was His courageous stand 
against the hypocrites and charlatans of His time.  Never 
before had one with such love and tenderness been present in 
the land." 
 

To quote the late Lutheran pastor, Dietrich Bonhoeffer, from 
The Cost Of Discipleship (page 258, 3rd paragraph): 
 

"The member of the Body of Christ has been delivered from 
the world and called out of it.  He must give the world a visi-
ble proof of his calling, not only by sharing in the Church's 
worship and discipline, but also through the new fellowship 
of brotherly living.  If the world despises one of the brethren, 

the Christian will love and serve him.  If the world does him 
violence, the Christian will...comfort him.  If the world dishon-
ours...him, the Christian will sacrifice his own honour to cover 
his brother's shame.  Where the world seeks gain, the Christian 
will renounce it.  Where the world exploits...and where the 
world oppresses, he will stoop down and raise up the op-
pressed.  If the world refuses justice, the Christian will pursue 
mercy, and if the world takes refuge in lies, he...will bear testi-
mony to the truth.  For the sake of the brother, be he Jew or 
Greek, bond or free, strong or weak..., he will renounce all fel-
lowship to the world.  For the Christian serves the Body of 
Christ, and he cannot hide it from the world." 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
CALLED TO BE WITNESSES 
Thomas probably would be a good man to have in your corner 
in a modern-day courtroom. Even though he was willing to 
follow Jesus to death (John 11:16), he�’s not going to go out 
into the world now and attempt to give witness to the risen 
Christ when all he has at his disposal is hearsay evidence from 
the other apostles. No, he wants immediate evidence, a hands-
on experience of Christ risen and present. The risen Christ ulti-
mately provides Thomas with the experience and evidence he 
needs. 
Many of us, when we struggle with our faith or our belief, can 
identify with Thomas. But even when our faith is in relatively 
solid shape, we encounter people who are a bit like Thomas, 
who won�’t believe unless they are given credible experience of 
the risen Christ. We, then, are called to be witnesses. Like 
Christ, we cannot be ashamed to show the woundedness of the 
Body of Christ, the Church. We must even allow others to 
probe and examine the wounds. But we must also greet them 
with �“Peace�” and know that, in the glorious everlasting life of 
Christ risen from the dead, our wounds are not our final des-
tiny. Our final joy is life transformed for eternity.

With over 
150 different courses to choose from, whether they come for a 
single two hour session, or attend all sixteen of them, there is 
bound to be something for everyone at Spring Enrichment. 
 

The theme of the 37th Spring Enrichment is �“Catechesis and the 
Proclamation of the Word�”, the theme of last September�’s Cate-
chetical Sunday. In his opening keynote address, Bishop Matthew 
Clark of Rochester, NY will expand this topic to include all minis-
tries in the Church, since catechists are not the only ones who 
catechize or proclaim the Word. Clark will be joined by Bishop
